Elevation Zones

PF (plains/foothills) - generally below 7,000'
dominated by grasses, junipers, and shrubs;
deciduous trees present in riparian areas.

M (montane) - between 7,000' and 9,500
dominated by Ponderosa Pine, Douglas Fir,
and Lodgepole Pine (at higher elevations);
aspen stands, willow shrubs, and meadows
present.

SA (subalpine/alpine) - areas above 9,500
dominated by Lodgepole Pine, Engleman
Spruce, Subalpine Fir, and Bristlecone Pineg;
willow shrubs transition to alpine areas of
dwarf shrubs, forbs, and herbs; rock talus
slopes present.
